7. OPERATING MODES

AUTO mode

The auto mode on and off is turned on and off with the use of the button
“MODE"on the remote control board.

1. While working in the AUTO mode, a microprocessor will automatically
select COOL, FAN, HEAT or DRY modes based on the difference between
actual and preset air temperature indoors.

2.1fthe AUTO mode does not provide comfort conditions, select the mode
manually.
